4. Good Touch Bad Touch: All those information’s were conveyed to the students those who 

are around to 15 years old in order to keep their maturity level in mind. 

In addition to that they appeared at the Government Girls Hr.Sec School, Pudupalayam and 

conveyed the same message, moreover they addressed the students with furthermore 

information on “Child protection according to the maturity capacity of them who are around 

17 to 18 years old. 

 They additionally talked on protection of children from sexual offences that renowned 

ad POCSO. 

 
On Basis Sexual harassment Juvenile Justice Act was passed in 2016 to be enacted to address 

Sexual exploitation and abuse of minors. 



 
 The punishment for committing sexual assault on a child is minimum of 3years imprisonment 

that can also be extended to 5years as well as payment of fine. 

 Penetrative sexual assault is a more serious offence than sexual assault. It is implemented in 

Amendment of Act 2012. 

 Child Marriage: Regarding to the child’s marriage as per the Act of 1929, the marriage of 

girls would be the age of 14 and the boys should be at least 18. 

 In 1978, the Act was converted and increased to the minimum age of 18 for female and 21 

for male. 

 Child Labour: On Amendment of Act 1986, it prohibits employment of children below the 

age 14. 

 The National Commission for Protection of Child Rights (NCPCR) is an Indian statutory 

body established by a Act of parliament. The Commission worked under the Ministry of 

WOMEN CHILD DEVELOPMENT. 

Policy in Tamil Nadu: 

 The Government of Tamilnadu affirms its commitment towards Zero-tolerance to any form 

of violence against children furthermore to provide equal importance to protection of 

children as well as prevention of all forms of violence against children.
